Hypothesis 1 (preterism; historical-critical school)

Dani-el 9:27 refers to events that had their final fulfillment during the time of Antiochus IV “Epiphanes,” around 167 BM (Before Messiah).
Disproof:

In Matityahu 24:15, Yahushua speaks of the setting up of the Abomination of Desolation in the ha-Qodesh (Holy Place) of the Temple as a future event.  It clearly determines his future outlook.

The preteristic view of Dani-el 9:27 is an example of an exegesis produced by the historical-critical school of theology.  The historical-critical method implicitly denies the authority of the New Testament in interpreting the Old Testament, and theologically de-couples the two parts of Scripture.  This view has taken over most Afrikaans theology faculties in South Africa.  These days, Christian ministers who study at mainline Afrikaans theology departments, are trained to interpret Scripture like this.  For some reason, academics who hold to this view of Scripture are prolific publishers.  In Study Bibles such as “Die Bybel in Praktyk”, they force their decadent view of Scripture onto an unsuspecting lay audience.)

Hypothesis 2 (The view of conservative replacement theologians)

The person who confirmed a strong covenant with many and terminated sacrifice and offering (Dani'el 9:27), was Yahushua the Messiah.  His ministry lasted 3.5 years and was followed by the preaching of the Good News to an exclusively Jewish audience for another 3.5 years.  Together, this constitutes the 70th year-week.  His atoning death took place in the middle of the “seven” and terminated the need for sacrifice and offering because these were acted prophecies that were fulfilled in his sacrificial death that paid the price for our guilt.

Disproof:

A calculation shows that Messiah was cut off a few days after the end of the 69th year-week, and not in the middle of the 70th year-week.

Dani-el 11:36-12:13 shows that the termination of sacrifice and offering will happen during the great tribulation during the reign of the Anti-messiah and that an Abomination of Desolation will be set up at the very time when sacrifice and offering is terminated. The great tribulation over Yisra-el will last 1260 days and will be precipitated by the termination of sacrifice and offering and the setting up of the pagan, idolatrous image.  2 Thessalonians 2 and Revelation 13 add further detail to this picture.  Revelation 11 and 12 also mention 1260 days (42 months) of tribulation and desecration.  To even suggest that the termination of sacrifice and offering refers to the death of Messiah, is utterly untenable.

Matityahu 24:15-31 shows that the setting up of the Abomination of Desolation will precipitate the great tribulation that will be followed by the glorious return of the Messiah.  Matithyahu 24 does not deal with events around 70 AM (After Messiah), but with end-time events.
