Did you know?

On June 7th, 1967, IDF paratroopers advanced through the Old City toward the Temple Mount and the Western Wall, bringing Jerusalem’s holiest site under Jewish control, for the first time in 2000 years. As the commander of the Jewish brigade, Lt. General Mordechai (Motta) Gur, approached the Old City, he announced to his company commanders:
“We’re sitting right now on the ridge and we’re seeing the Old City. Shortly, we will enter the Old City of Jerusalem, something which all generations (of Jewish people) have only dreamed about. We will be the first to enter the Old City...” and shortly afterwards, “The Temple Mount is in our hands, I repeat, the Temple Mount is in our hands!”

The founder of the Temple Institute, Rabbi Yisra-el Ariel, who served in the paratrooper brigade, which liberated the Temple Mount on the 7th of June 1967, was one of the first soldiers to reach the Mount.

Soon after its capture, by the Israeli IDF, Defense Minister Moshe Dayan handed the keys to the Temple Mount to the Muslim Waqf authorities of the Hashemite Kingdom of Jordan in a gesture of respect for the rights of Muslims at the site.
*****
In the course of its history, the city of Jerusalem has been destroyed twice, besieged 23 times, attacked 52 times, and captured and recaptured 44 times.
*****
The so called “Dome of the Rock” was built between the years 688-691 A.M. (After Messiah), on Temple Mount (where it is still standing today), by the Muslim ruler, Abd el-Malik, during the Omayyad Caliphate.
*****
Concerning the character of Herod, the architect and builder of the magnificent structure of the 2nd Temple, Rabbi Berel Wein [Echoes of Glory, pages 125-126] writes:

“Whatever Antipater was, his son Herod was more so. The oldest son of Antipater, he was Roman-educated and possessed of a terribly mercurial and volatile personality. He was vindictive to a fault, never forgetting an insult or slight, whether real or imagined. He was a paranoid egomaniac, violent, brutal and sadistic. He was also a fierce warrior, seemingly oblivious to personal danger, an able administrator and a charismatic leader. He was driven by insatiable ambition and was never burdened by any scruples, whatsoever.” 
and again . . . [ibid. – footnote 14., p.126]
“Herod’s sadism was so legendary that the mere mention of his name made people quake with fear. He not only killed and tortured and maimed, but he loved every moment spent committing these atrocities.”
*****
The appearance of the Temple was so singular that the sages of Israel were move to record: “Whoever has not seen the Holy Temple built by King Herod, has never in his entire life seen a beautiful building.” [Bab. Talmud, Sukkah 51:B]

This same sentiment was echoed by Yahushua’s disciples, in the words of Matityahu 24:1, i.e. “And going out, Yahushua went away from the Set-apart Place (Temple), and His taught ones came near to point out to Him the buildings (by implication: . . . the beautiful buildings) of the Set-apart Place.”
*****
The 1st Temple (that of King Solomon) was destroyed by the Babylonians on the 9th day of Av, in the year 586 B.M. (Before Messiah). It stood on the spot, which would later be known as Temple Mount, for a period of 410 years. This destruction of “The House” (Temple) of their Elohim, precipitated the exile of the Jewish people from their homeland to the land of Babylon under the reign of King N’vuqadnetzer.
After 70 years (One of the places, in Scripture, where this specific period of exile was prophesied, is in the book of Yirm’yahu 29:10. It was an extremely unpopular prophesy among the Jewish people, and especially the King of Y’hudah, at the time it was spoken by the prophet.) a mere trickle, of those who were first exiled to Babylon, returned to the land of Israe-el and, specifically Jerusalem, under the leadership of Z’rubavel (the governor of Y’hudah . . . there is a belief in Judaism that “Z’rubavel” was another name for N’chemyah) and Ezrah the priest.

It was under Z’ruvavel’s guidance and leadership that the 2nd Temple (aptly called Z’rubavel’s Temple) was built. Although this Temple was a mere shadow of the splendour and magnificence of its forerunner (Chagai 2:3 refer), it is clear that Elohim (who looks beyond gold) was well pleased with it, in the words of Chagai 2:9, i. e. . . .

“Let the esteem (Heb. = K’vod) of this latter House be greater than the former”, said YHVH of hosts. ‘’And in this place (i.e. Temple Mount) I give peace”, declares YHVH of hosts.” 

[Mayan’s insert: With regard to the latter part of the above mentioned scripture, Rabbi Chaim Richman, the International Director of the Temple Institute, specifically mentions it with regard to all of mankind’s, and specifically, the land of Isra-el’s only hope for true and lasting peace. Let us consider these words, once again: “And in this place I give peace, declares YHVH of hosts.” There is no doubt, whatsoever, that the words “this place” refers to Temple Mount and His Temple standing on it.
If you would absolutely insist that the world’s “only hope” for true peace is locked up in the person of Yahusua the Messiah, Himself, I will agree with you 100%, but, for me, the latter fact does not alter the “truth” of the above statement, even one little bit. Why? T’hilim 2:6 has convinced me, forever, that Messiah Yahushua and His Set-apart House, on Temple Mount, in Jerusalem, are inseperable, past, present and future. (To follow my new interpretation and/or understanding of this scripture somewhat closer, go to the “Home” page of this website.) 

This Rabbi, however, has, not only, seen (i.e. perceived and recognized) that Elohim’s Set-apart House, standing on Temple Mount, in Jerusalem, is the only vehicle for true peace in our world, according to Chagai 2:9(b) (What is it now again about “The Jews”, supposedly, being so spiritually blind??), but he proclaims it to whoever has the ears to hear it. I certainly heard it, and will never forget it, again . . .

I hope it touches you, as it did me.]
Although this 2nd Temple was completely removed and a new 3rd Temple built to replace it, Herod’s Temple is not commonly taught to be the 3rd Temple, as the sacrifices never ceased throughout the entire period of the latter’s construction. The Second Temple was barely completely finished (it stood in a state of total completeness for no longer than 6 years), when it was utterly destroyed, on the 9th day of Av, in the year 70 A.M., by the Roman armies under Prince Titus, son of Emperor Vespasian, in perfect fulfillment of Messiah Yahushua’s words, in Matityahu 24:2.

The latter precipitated the second Jewish exile, which would last, not 70 years, like the first exile, but an incredible 2000 years [one can see the duration of this exile hinted at, on the Hebraic interpretive level of a “Sod” (mystery), in a scripture like Hoshe-a 6:2, combined with the understanding that . . .

“. . . with YHVH one day is as a thousand years, and a thousand years as one day.” (2 Peter 3:8)

The latter insight can also be gleaned from T’hilim 90:4

It is only in our very days that the end of this terrifically long second Jewish exile is approaching very quickly. Here is a question for you . . . What major project, if you like, almost immediately, followed in the wake of the first exile?

Here is another question: What major project will, most certainly, follow in the wake of the second Jewish exile, of 2000 years?

History always repeats itself. There is nothing new under the sun! [The book of Qohelet (Ecclesiastes)]
