Dear beloved in Yahushua,
This is my official disclaimer for the write-up of my Temple talk as well as for the talk itself. I ask you kindly to please consider the following before you read said write-up, and, especially, before you, at all, consider becoming involved, in one way or another, in this ministry. This is not a popular ministry in South Africa. I say this for the following reasons . . . there might be many more reasons why this is so, in fact I am quite sure there are. 

1)  In the minds of many, many South African believers, a person, like me, who is involved in this kind of ministry, 

 must simply be denying the Messiah and/or the eternal salvation He has accomplished for us, in one way or

2)  There are not a few people in this country of ours who simply can not, or perhaps will not, see that a 3rd Temple
     on Temple Mount in Jerusalem has got anything, whatsoever, to do with them or their belief in Yahushua the
     Messiah and/or His Word, & will get quite upset, nasty, judgmental and sometimes even violent (may Hashem, 
     blessed be He, forbid!), if they perceive that those they love are getting involved, in one way or another, in a 
     ministry such as this. 
A dear lady friend of my wife and I, and a fellow believer in Yahushua ha-Mashi-ach, said the following to my face, one day . . . "The Jews are building this Temple for the Antichrist." I just looked her in the eyes and said not a word. A local South African teacher, in a fairly established ministry in our country, said the following, out of the blue, in the middle of one of his teachings:
"There is now talk of the building of a Third Temple in Jerusalem . . . , but I ask you, why do we need a 3rd Temple?, we've got Jesus!, and by the way, if the Temple throughout the ages were not able to save the Jews, neither will a 3rd Temple accomplish this, even in a million years! “In case you are wondering, this is classic Anti Semitism. After saying the above, he just calmly continued with his teaching as if these above mentioned words were little more than the most common and universally accepted thing in the world, to utter.
I can mention other cases, but hopefully the above is enough to make my point, & you may ask . . . What exactly is his point? It is simply this . . . it is no small matter for any believer in Yahushua in these days, wherever he/she might live in the world, never mind in South Africa, to openly identify himself/herself with the goals, aspirations etc. of any exclusively Jewish Orthodox organization, like The Temple Institute, Jerusalem. This is exactly what this ministry, as a small offshoot of The Temple Institute, in our country, so obviously, does.
More often than not you will be judged for doing the above, if not openly, then most certainly subtly, and often by those you least expect it from. It happened to me & others, and still happens, even regularly, and it will most certainly happen to you, unless you know something which I don't! Dear child of the Most High Elohim, please remember, I have warned you beforehand!

If, after carefully considering the above, you are still moved for this cause, and you are, moreover, unafraid of what "flesh & blood" might do to you, you are more one with Yahushua ha-Mashiach and Scriptural prophecy than you might be able to appreciate at this time. As far as I am concerned, you have chosen for Him; you have chosen well! May Yahushua Himself richly bless you as you strive to learn ever more about this specific subject, which I firmly believe to be so very close to His heart.
