Have you ever wondered about the why’s, when’s and how’s of scriptures like Y’shayahu 2:1-3 / Michah 4:1-2?  I have, . . . not a few times . . . especially, I believe, because I was reading things here about the future and, moreover, “the House of  YHWH” (which I only found out much later to be referring to Elohim’s Set-apart Temple) in that future, which were, so obviously, even radically, different from the steady diet of a very specific theology I was fed over a long period of time in my formative years, and to which, even unbeknown to me, I became quite accustomed.   
What about Sh’mot (Exodus) 25:8? Does this commandment of YHWH (blessed be He) to His people (the descendants of Avraham, Yitzchaq and Ya-a-qov) only apply to past generations of the Jewish nation, or is it rather an eternal commandment? Moreover, if any person, whosoever, is grafted into the “cultivated olive tree” [the Yisra-el of Elohim (blessed be He)] through belief in Yahushua the Messiah, according to Romans 11:17, how involved can or even dare such a one or such a people really be in fulfilling (In Hebrew . . . filling) this commandment? I am just asking. 

Y’shayahu 56:6-7 says: “Also the sons of the foreigner [gentiles who are grafted in among the “true Yisra-elites”, the believing and obedient Y’hudim) who join themselves to YHWH, to serve Him, and to love the name of YHWH, to be His servants, all who guard the Sabbath, and not profane it, and hold fast to my covenant – them I shall bring to My set-apart mountain (Temple Mount) and let them rejoice in My House of prayer (Heb. – Bayt t’filati). Their burnt offerings and their slaughterings are accepted on my altar, for My House (or Temple) [Heb. – Bayti] is called a house of prayer for all the peoples.” There are those who absolutely insist that this passage, and others like it, deals only with ages past, but for me there is no doubt, whatsoever, that verses 3-8 here, still awaits a future fulfilment. The similarities between this passage of Scripture and Y’shayahu 2:1-3 (of which it clearly says that these scriptures pertains to . . . “the latter days”), for example, are just too striking to miss . . .

Sometimes, in life, it is just a question of using the “grey matter” which the Almighty One (blessed be He), has, so graciously, given us. If you should add good old logic (2+2=4) to the above, it might just be enough to enable you to think things through carefully before drawing any conclusions about a matter. Why should this, in general, be any different when we “handle” Set-apart Scripture? With the above in mind, let us endeavour to arrive at a “responsible & logical” conclusion of the words in Dani-el 9:27, i.e. “. . . he shall put an end to slaughtering and meal offering. And on the wing of abominations he shall lay waste . . .” Through the Hebraic level of interpretation called “remez”, we can link the above scripture directly to that of Matiyahu 24:15, by means of the word “abominations”, which is also found in the latter reference. Because of this “remez” we can now conclude that the above mentioned “he” can only, realistically, refer to the eschatological Antichrist, whom the Jews call “Armilus”. The Messiah is telling His disciples that this “despised one” will desecrate the “set-apart place” in the future (or 3rd) Temple, exactly like his “type”, in the person of the evil tyrant Greek-Selucid king, by the name of Antiochus Theos Epiphanes IV, once did in Z’ruvavel’s Temple in the time of the brave Macabees during the years 168 – 165 BM. (BM. = Before Messiah)
The apostle Paul confirms this desecration by “Armilus” of the 3rd Temple of Elohim (the construction of which is still future from the date of this write-up, which is the 21 of the month of Elul in the year 5768 / 21 Sept. 2008) in 2 Thessalonians 2:3-4. As the official fund raiser for The Temple Institute, Jerusalem, here in my country of South Africa, this above mentioned fact really disturbs me very little, because, every time I think about it, which is often, I remember Dani-el 12:12 . . . and rejoice. Through the teachings of one Johan v. Rooyen, which YHWH (blessed be He) has placed over my path for a couple of years to teach me not a few things from His Word, I understand, today, that the last day of this time period of 1335 days, mentioned in the scripture above, will once again fall on the festival of Chanukah. The significance of the latter for YHWH’s 3rd Set-apart Temple should be abundantly clear to those who know the origins and/or history of this festival & why indeed this will be the cause for abundant celebration among those of His children who will experience it (may we all be in that number!), but if you, the reader, are still clueless, please come to one of my talks. In it we will discover “the wonders” in His Word, together . . . 
The centrality of Temple Mount in The Scriptures can not be denied, neither can it ever be wished away, as some, for various reasons, would like to do . . . It is the place, forever, “. . . where Heaven meets earth”, or where Elohim (blessed be He), in a very real sense, choose to meet with His people. This is the spot where YHWH (blessed be He) sent Avraham to “supposedly” go and sacrifice his son Yitschaq, but, in the end, was given a ram to sacrifice in his son’s place. (B’reshit chapter 22, refer). Temple Mount is also the place where it is believed that Ya-a-qov dreamed his dream of the ladder that was extended to heaven, with Elohim (blessed be He) at its top and messengers climbing up and down on it. Ya-a-qov then awoke from the dream and made this proclamation: “How awesome is this place! This is none other than The House of Elohim (how interesting is this! . . . these are the exact combination of words The Scriptures employ, everywhere, when it speaks of Elohim’s Temple) and this is . . . sha-ar ha-shamai-im/the gate of the heavens!” (B’reshit 28:17 refer). Temple Mount is, moreover, so it is widely believed, the exact spot where the threshing floor of Aravnah ha-Y’vusi/Aravnah the Y’vusite was once situated. (2 Sh’mu-el chapter 24 refer) The fact that King David flatly refused to receive this site as a gift from Aravnah, but rather insisted to pay the full purchase price for it, justifies, so I and many others believe, the claims of modern Orthodox Jewish organizations, like The Temple Institute, Jerusalem, for whom I work, that this hotly contested piece of real estate, in our day, is, by virtue of the holder of the original title deed, i.e. King David, the rightful property of the Jewish people, no other. The Scriptures suggest, clearly, that they will use it for one purpose only, and that is . . . to build Elohim’s 3rd Temple . . .

Are you as excited as I am about the 3rd Temple of Elohim that will once again stand on Temple Mount in the near future? Can it be that Elohim (blessed be He) will perhaps, in His inexpressible wisdom, use this 3rd “House” of His, and all the sacred services of old, which will once again be performed within its sacred boundaries, for a short time (before Armilus  will put a stop to it), to lead His people of old, and others beside them, to “The One” who [so unlike the blood of bulls and goats, which, once upon a time, removed, only temporarily, His people’s individual SINS (plural)],  “. . . takes away the SIN (singular) of the world.” (Yahuchanan 1:29 refer). These are some of the very issues I deal with in my talk. Come, listen to my talk, and we can discuss these awesome matters, together . . .  
Have you ever read Yirm’yahu chapters 30 and 31 and wondered what on earth is going on there? I have, and for long years I did not really have a clue. Chapter 30:6-7 is the dead give away that what is described here, will happen during the “Chevlay laydah shel Mashi-ach”/The birth pangs of the Messiah , a Hebrew way of saying . . . “The time of Tribulation” [A period of 7 years; Dani-el’s 70th year week, which is still future; 62+7=69 year weeks having passed away already and ended when the Messiah was cut off (Dani-el 9:26 refer) on the 14th day of the month of Nisan/Aviv in the year 32 AM. (After Messiah)]. Look with me at chapter 31:12 (“. . . the height of Tsion” & “. . . streaming to the goodness of YHWH” . . . are references, I believe, to Temple Mount and the rebuilt Temple on it), verse 14 (“. . . the being of the priests”; Where do these priests serve, if not in Elohim’s Temple? What about Yirm’yahu 33:11(b) (“. . . those who are bringing the offering of praise into The House of YHWH”. This is, once again, a clear reference to the Holy Temple. Verse 18 of this chapter speaks again about . . . the priests and the Levites and the offerings they will bring before YHWH. This will only, ever be done in His Temple . . .
The scriptural evidence for the building of Elohim’s 3rd Temple is really overwhelming, as you can see for yourself from the above mentioned scriptures, alone. There can be absolutely no doubt that this Temple will be built . . . and there can be even less doubt that YHWH (blessed be He) actively desires His people to build it, as one can see so clearly from a scripture like Yirm’yahu 33:18. I, Mayan, desire with all of my being to be as actively involved, as I possibly can, in this, quite awesome, fulfilment of prophesy. By working for The Temple Institute, Jerusalem, here in my country of South Africa, helping them to raise funds for the realization of this 2000 year old Jewish dream of seeing “The House of YHWH” rebuilt on Temple Mount, in our very days, the truth is that I am, really, already involved, but my prayer is that I may become ever more involved . . . and that not a few people in this country will, likewise, become involved (financially or otherwise), because the precious things of The Almighty One of the Universe (blessed be He) does not, and will never, belong to only one, or even a few of His people, but it is rather the property of all His people. 
This then is the story of my Temple talk. The talk is 2 hours long with a break in the middle and some allowance for questions at the end. I do these talks free of charge and will rely, for provision, for myself and my wife, on YHWH (blessed be He) alone. If He should so move those who listen to this talk, to contribute, financially or otherwise, to this ministry, I will gladly receive such contributions as if it is coming straight from Him. I will do this talk for 1 person only, with exactly the same vigour and enthusiasm, b’ezrat YHWH*, as I will do it for many. I will do it in a palace and I will do it in a shack or in any other dwelling, whatsoever. Before I conclude, I want to make the following abundantly clear to the reader . . . I do not see myself as a scholar or even a teacher of The Scriptures, and neither do I have any desire to be known as one, at all. I have no claim to fame, whatsoever, neither do I desire this at all. There are, moreover, not a few people, never mind scholars, like the dedicated Rabbis of the Temple Institute, who knows infinitely more about Moses’s Tabernacle in the desert and the Temples of Solomon, Z’ruvavel and Herod, than I do, a personal friend of mine from South Africa, whom I consider to be a scholar in his own right, in this particular field of study, being one of these. I simply have a dream to see Elohim’s  Temple standing on Temple Mount, once again, exactly as in days of old, as in ancient times, instead of the so called “Dome of the Rock”. Unlike the Jewish dream, which is 2000 years old, mine is approximately 2 years old, perhaps slightly older, but it is exactly the same dream. May it be that He, this awesome King of the Universe, will stir the beings of not a few of His people in South Africa for this worthy cause of His as we prepare ourselves to move with Him into the year 5769 after the creation of Adam . . . 

If you have read this and want to perhaps know a little bit more about The Temple Institute, Jerusalem, and all its activities, projects and preparations for the building of YHWH’s 3rd Set-apart Temple on Temple Mount in Jerusalem, before you will consider to hear my talk, I heartily recommend that you do just that.
